Globalization is today the key factor for transformations in the global economy, having distinct
aspects in the economic, social and cultural domains. Any attempt at expounding globalization in
its overall nature and causality should set off from neo-liberal economics and its present-day
strand known as monetarism. The paper highlights certain facets of globalization processes and
unveils their economic rationale that is essentially entrenched in the prevalent neo-liberal
thought. The final part of the paper outlines the most important negative implications of
globalization processes. Criticisms so far directed at neo-liberal ideas were fragmentary and have
not led to conceptualizing an alternative economic system, whereas it seems that the economics
paradigm needs to be urgently modified toward social economy. Based on social economy
concepts, theoretical models of social market economy should be developed, specific to each
society. The resulting socio-economic order would critically influence, as well as validate, the
progress of globalization processes, driving them toward forms desirable to a given society.
